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FAMILY MODEL RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT
Our family model residential treatment program is designed to provide therapy and support to children 6-18 years of age. This program is designed to treat children who do not meet the criteria for a higher level of care but are not appropriate for placement in a therapeutic foster home. Children live in a loving, family-style setting with married teaching parent couples as primary caregivers. Staff also include a youth care specialist, therapist, case manager, and other support staff. Teaching parents and staff model healthy family functioning, while teaching age-appropriate life skills.
